Saint Andrew of Crete

Born in Damascus in the year 660, Saint Andrew became a monk of St. Sabas
Monastery in Jerusalem when he was fifteen. He became a cleric and secretary to the Patriarch.
Later he was sent to Constantinople by Patriarch Theodore of Jerusalem to attend and accept
the decrees of the Council of Constantinople in 685. He stayed in Constantinople as head of an

. orphanage and of an elderly men’s home. Andrew became Deacon of the Great Church of
Constantinople, that is, Hagia Sophia.

He was named Archbishop of Gortyna, Crete, and in 712 attended a synod convoked
by Phillipicus Bardanes, a monothelite (a heresy that held that Jesus Christ possessed only a
divine will and did not have a human will), who had seized the imperial crown and denounced

the decisions of the Council of C: inople. When A ius I defeated Bard: for the
throne, Pope C ine accepted the explanation of Andrew’s Patriarch that he attended the
synod under duress.

. Also surnamed “of Jerusalem,” Saint Andrew was known as a forceful preacher, wrote
many hymns, and inaugurated a form of hymnody known as Kanon in the Byzantine Liturgy.
Among the various hymns he composed is the famous Great Canon, which is chanted during >

Fencing the Mysteries
The life of the Church in the earli ine period is dominated by the seven General Coun-

cils. These Councils fulfilled a double task. First, they clarified and articulated the visible organization
of the Church, crystallizing the position of the five great sees or Patriarchates, as they came to be
known. Secondly, and more important, the Councils defined once and for all the Church’s teaching
upon the fundamental doctrines of the Christian faith - the Trinity and the Incaration. All Christians
agree in regarding these things as “mysteries™ which lie beyond human understanding and language.
The bishops, when they drew up definitions at the Councils, did not imagine that they had explained the
mystery; they merely sought to exclude certain false ways of speaking and thinking about it. To pre-
vent men from deviating into error and heresy, they drew a fence around the mystery: that was all.

The discussions at the Councils at times sound abstract and remote, yet they were inspired by a
very practical purpose: the salvation of man. Man, so the New Testament teaches, is separated from
God by sin, and cannot through his own efforts break down the wall of separation which his sinfulness
has created. God has therefore taken the initiative: He became man, was crucified, and rose from the
dead, thereby delivering humanity from the bondage of sin and death. This is the central message of the
Christian faith, and it is this message of redemption that the Councils were concerned to safeguard.
Heresies were dangerous and required condemnation, because they impaired the teaching of the New
Testament, setting up a barrier between man and God, and so making it impossible for man to attain full
salvation.

Aflame with Divine Fire

Lawrence, one of the seven deacons of Rome, was born, according to tradition, at Huesca,
Spain. He suffered martyrdom in Rome during Emperor Valerian's persecution of Christians.
According to several early Christian writers, among them St. Ambrose and Prudentius, he was a
deacon of Pope Sixtus Il and was overwhelmed with grief when Sixtus was condemned to death in
the year 258. Overjoyed when Sixtus predicted he would follow him in three days, Lawrence sold
many of the Church’s possessions and gave the money to the poor.

When the Roman prefect heard of his action, he had Lawrence brought before him and
demanded all the Church’s treasures for the Emperor. Lawrence said he would need three days to
collect them and then presented the blind, the crippled, the poor, the orphans and other unfortunates
to the prefect and told him they were the Church’s treasures. Furious, the prefect prepared a red-hot
griddle and bound Lawrence to it. Lawrence bore the agony with unbelievable composure and in
the midst of his torment instructed the executioner to turn him over, as he was broiled enough on the
one side.

According to Prudentius, Lawrence’s death and example led to the conversion of many and
was a signal of the end of paganism in the city. There is no doubt that his death inspired a great
devotion in Rome that quickly spread throughout the entire Church.

Dionysios the Areopagite

Dionysios (also known as Dionysius, rendered in English as Denis or Dennis and the feminine
Denise) was an Athenian, a learned man, and a member of the famous judicial court of Mars Hill (in
 Greek Aeros Pagos, hence the name Areopagite).

When Saint Paul delivered his famous sermon on the “Unknown Géd” on the Hill of Mars in
Athens, hé was one of the first there to believe in Christ. We read in the Acts of the Apostles (17:
32-34):

When they heard about resurrection of the dead, some began to scoff, but others
said, “We should like to hear you on this some other time.” And, so Paul left them.
But some did join him, and became believers. Among them were Dionysius, a
member of the Court of Areopagus, a woman named Damaris, and others with
them.

According to some authors, Dionysios became the first Bishop of Athens. Others say, and this
may be more probable, that he was the second bishop.

According to ancient tradition, Dionysios was present at the Dormition of the Most Holy

Theotokos and he received the martyr's crown (according to some, in Athens itself) during the lcon of St. Dionysios the Areopagite -- October 3rd

Martin the Merciful, Bishop of Tours

A conscientious objector who wanted to be a monk; a monk who was mancuvered into being a
bishop; a bishop who fought paganism as well as pleaded for mercy to heretics - such was Martin of
Tours. Born of pagan parents in what is now Hungary and raised in Italy, this son of a veteran was
foreed to serve in the army against his will at the age of 15. He became a-Christian catechumen and
was baptfized at 18. It was said that he lived more like a monk than a soldier. At23, he refused a war
bonus and told his commander; “I have served you as a soldier; now let me serve Christ. Give the
bounty to those who are going to fight. But I am a soldier of Christ and it is not lawful for me to
fight.” After great difficulties, he was discharged and went to be a disciple of Hilary of Poitiers. On
a bitterly cold day, a famous legend goes. Martin mét a poor man, almost naked. trembling in the
cold and begging from passersby at the city gate. Martin had. nothing but his weapons and his
clothes. He drew his sword, cut his cloak into two pieces, gave one to the bﬁ and
himselfin the other half. That night in his sleep Martin saw Christ dressed in the half of the garment
he had given away, and heard him say, “Martin, still a catechumen, has covered me with is
garment.” Martin became a monk and later was reluctantly consecrated bishop of Tours. He died in
the year 397. The holy relic of his cloak was kept in a chapel (cappella) and the custodians were
called “cappellani,” the origin of the English word “chaplain.” Thus, besides being one of the Icon of St. Martin of Tours - October 12th

- patron saints of soldiers, Martin is also one of the patrons of military chaplains. §

he Seven Sleeperspﬁf %sus

The story of the Seven Sleepers (commemorated October 22) is that during the persecutions of
the Roman emperor Decius, around 250 AD, seven young men were accused of Christianity. They
were given some time to recant their faith, but instead gave their worldly goods to the poor and retired
to a mountain to pray, where they fell asleep. The emperor, seeing that their attitude towards paganism

* had not improved, ordered the mouth of the cave to be sealed. _
- Decius died in 251 and many years passed during which Christianity went from being persecuted to
being the major religion of the Roman Empire. At some later time, probably during the reign of
Theodosius IT (408 - 450), the landowner decided to open up the sealed mouth of the cave, thinking to

use it as a cattle pen. He opened it and found the slegpers inside. They awoke, imagining that they had

slept but one day. One of their number returned to Ephesus. He was astounded to find buildings with
crosses attached; the townspeople were astounded to find a man trying to spend old coins from the reign
of Decius. The bishop was summoned to interview the sleepers; they told him their miracle story, and
died praising God. . f

As the earliest versions of the legend spread from Ephesus, an early Christian cave came to be
associated with it, attracting pilgrims. On the slopes of Mount Pion (Mount Coelian) near Ephesus
(near modern Selguk in Turkey), the 'Grotto' of the Seven Sleepers with ruins of the church built over it
was excavated in 1927-28. The excavation brought to light several hundred graves which were dated to
the 5th and 6th centuries. Inscriptions dedicated to the Seven Sleepers were found on the walls of the
church and in the graves. The *Grotto” is still open to pilgrims and tourists.

Having preached Jesus the God-man throughout many parts of Asia Minor, and having
suffered many things for His Name's sake, according to tradition, he was finally crucified upside
down in Hierapolis of Phrygia.

Yearning for a Cave but Received a Community

¢ Bom in Cappadocia (modern-day Turkey). Sabas (Sabbas or Savas) is one of the most highly
regarded patriarchs among the monks of Palestine and is considered one of the founders of Eastern
monasticism. After an unhappy childhood in which he was abused and ran away several times, Sabas
finally sought refuge in a monastery. While family members tried to persuade him to return home, the
yaung boy felt drawn to monastic life. Atage 18 he traveled to Jerusalem, secking to learn more about
living in solitude. Soon he asked to be accepted as a disciple of a well-known local solitary, though
initially he was regarded as too young to live completely as a hermit. Sabas lived in a monastery, where
he worked during the day and spent much of the night in prayer. At the age of 30 he was given *
permission to spend five days each week in a nearby remote cave. Following the death of his mentor,
St. Euthymius, Sabas moved farther into the desert near Jericho. There he lived for several years in a
cave. Occasionally men brought him food and other items. Some of these men came to him desiring to
join him in his solitude. At first he refused. But not long after relenting, his followers swelled to more
than 150, all of them living in individual huts grouped around a church, called a laura. While
functioning as abbot among a large community of monks, he felt ever called to live the life of a hermit
At the age of 91, in response to a plea from the Patriarch of Jerusalem, Sabas undertook a journey to
