Baptism — An Ancient Account

All those who are convinced and believe that the things we teach and say are true, and who profess
to be able to live in this manner, are taught to pray and to ask God in fasting the forgiveness of their sins
while we pray and fast together with them. Then they are led by us to where there is water and are reborn in
the same rebirth in which we ourselves were also reborn. They undergo the washing in water in the name
of God the Father and Master of the universe, and of our Savior, Jesus Christ, and of the Holy Spirit. For
indeed Christ said, “unless you be rebom, you will not enter the Kingdom of Heaven.™ Now itis clear to all
that it is impossible for those who have already been bom to return again into their mothers' wombs.
“Wash, make yourselves clean, remove the evils from your souls ... if your sins are like purple, [ will make
them white like wool; and if they are like scarlet, I will make them white as snow ... if you do-not listen to
me, a sword will devour you, for the mouth of the Lord has spoken these things™ (Is 1:16-20).

In our first birth we were born unconscious, according to necessity, out of the seed of our parents,
and we grew up in evil customs and bad habits. But in order that we may not remain children of necessity
and ignorance, but of election and unds ding and may obtain remission of sins previ itted,
the name of God the Father and Master of the universe is invoked in the water over the one who has chosen
10 be reborn and who has repented of his sins. This washing is called “enlightenment,” since those who
have leamed these things are enlightened in their minds. The one illuminated is washed in the name of
Jesus Christ, who was crucified under Pontius Pilate, and in the name of the Holy Spirit, who through the
‘prophets foretold all these things regarding Jesus. y

But you that bears a thousand loads of
guilt on your conscience, and only think this thing of yourself that you are the lowest of all men,
shall gain much confidence before God. And He then goes on to assign the reason of His sentence.
For every one who exalts himself shall be abased. and he that humbles himself shall be exalted.

The word humility has various meanings. There is the humility of virtue, as, a humble and
contrite heart, O God, you will not despise. There is also a humility arising from sorrows, as, he has
humbled my life upon the earth. There is a humility derived from sin, and the pride and insatiability
of riches. For can any thing be more low and debased than those who grovel in riches and power,
and count them great things?

and ar as the act of “pl guilty” to a legal indictment. Confession and
absolution are seen as being of a juridical nature, But something very essential is
overl ithout which ncllher fe nor ion have any real meanmg or power.
This * hing” is precisely the feeling of al ion from God, from the joy of communion

with Him, from the real life as created and given by God. Itis easy indeed to confess that I have
not fasted on prescribed days, or missed my prayers, or become angry. It is quite a different
thing, however, to realize suddenly that I have defiled and lost my spiritual beauty, that I am far
away from my real home, my real life, and that g p and pure and beautiful has
been hopelessly broken in the very texture of my existence. Yet this, and only this, is
repentance, and therefore it is also a deep desire to return, 1o go back, to recover that lost home.

I received from God wonderful riches: first of all life and the possibility to enjoy it,
to fill it with meaning, love, and knowledge; then-in Baptism-the new life of Christ Himself,
the gift of the Holy Spirit, the peace and the joy of the eternal Kingdom. I received the
knowledge of God, and in Him the knowledge of everything else and the power to be a son
of God. And all this I have lost, all this I am losing ali the time, not only in particular “‘sins
and tmnsgresslons. " but in the sin of all sins: the deviation of my love from God, preferring
the “far country” to the beautiful home of the Father. But the Church is here to remind me of
what [ have abandoned and lost.

‘The prophecy says even more, for it states that He will come, meek and mild. seated on a
donkey. The God of vengeance, who is seated above the cherubim and flies on the wings of wind,
appears among us meek and mild so that you will not flee from Him as Adam did in the Garden and
as the Jews did when He gave them the Law, but will approach Him when you see that the lion has
become a lamb.

Chn'sl has redeemed us by giving Himself as our ransom; He is the price paid for every soul,
and by redeeming us from death and giving us immortality He has made us His own. So now that we
belong to the Lord we must follow His will in all things, not living for ourselves anymore but only for
Him who has purchased us with His life. We are no longer alone but belong to the One who has
bought us, and we must be ruled by His will. As long as death had power over us we were ruled by sin,
but now that we belong to the Lord of life we must give our allegiance to our new Master. Sin must
never again make us disobey Him, for that would bring us once more under the domination of the evil
one and of death.

We feel bound to Christ when we know that He is, as Paul tells us, both victim and priest, that
He was actually offered for us as our paschal sacrifice, and that He Himself was the priest who made
this offering to God. He gave Himself up, says Paul, as a sacrifice to us. Those who realize that Christ
gave Himself up and became our Passover will in their turn offer themselves to God as living
sacrifices, holy and acceptable. They will become spiritual oblations. Refusing to conform to the
standards of the world, they will change their whole outlook so as to know the will of God, what is
good, pleasing to Him, and best in every way. While our minds remain subject to our lower nature we
are at enmity with God and refuse (o obey His law. Meditating on Christ’s offering of His own blood
-in atonement for our sins should teach us to imitate Him and to make atonement for our own sins,
mortifying our bodies in order to purify our souls.

A Lesson for Today

Thosc whom Christ had asked to stay with him at the hour of his agonizing struggle, when
He “began to be greatly distressed and troubled” (Mk 14:33), dropped him, ran away and renounced
him. But those from whom He asked nothing remained faithful in their simple human love. “Mary
stood weeping outside the tomb™ (Jn 20:11). Down through the centuries, love has always wept in
this way, as Christ wept at the grave of his friend Lazarus. Here then, it s this love which first learns
of the victory; this love, this faithfulness is the first to know that there is no longer any need for
weeping, for “death is swallowed up in victory™ (1 Cor 15:54), and hopeless separation is no more.

This is what the Sunday of the Myrrh-bearing Women means. It reminds us that the love
and faithfulness of a few individuals shone brightly in the midst of hopeless darkness, It calls us to
ensure that in this world love and faithfulness do not disappear or die out. It judges our lack of
courage, our fear, our endless and servile rationalizati The ious Joseph and Nicod
and these women who go to the grave at dawn, occupy so little space in the gospels. Precisely here,
however, is where the eternal fate of each of us is decided.

" Today, | think, we are especially in need of recovering this love and basic human loyalty.
For we have entered a time when even these are being discredited by harmful concepts of the person
_and human life now prevailing in this world.

Revealing His Name

When the Savior declares that He has made known the name of God the Father, it is the
same as saying that He has shown the whole world His glory. How did He do this? By making
Himself known through His wonderful works. The Father is glorified in the Son as in an image and
type of His own form, for the beauty of the archetype is seen in its image. The only Son then has made
Himself known, and He is in His essence wisdom and life, the creator of the universe; He is immortal
and incorruptible, pure, blameless, merciful, holy, good. His Father is known to be like Him, since He
could not be diffe in nature from His offspring. The Father’s glory is seen, as in an image and type
of His own form, in the glory of the Son. <

To call God “Father” is more exact than to call Him “God.” The word “God™ signifies His
dignity, but the word “Father” points to the distinctive attribute of his Person. If we say “God” we
declare Him to be Lord of the universe. If we call him “Father” we show the way in which He is
distinct as a Person, for we make known the fact that He has a Son. The Son himself gave God the
name of Father, as being in some sense the more appropriate and truer appellation, when He said, not
“I and God” but / and the Father are one, and also, with reference to Himself, On him has God the
Father set his seal. And when He commanded His disciples to baptize all nations, He did not tell them
1o do this in the name of God, but expressly ordained that they were to do it in the name of the Father " " 3
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

The saints dedicated their lives to loving God above all else, serving Him according to
the talents that they received. Their “job descriptions” varied, but they always served the world
around them — as simple lay men and women and as princes and princesses; as monastics,
priests and bishops; as writers, ! artists and missi ies; as spiritual directors,
healers of body and soul, wonder-workers; and, as *“fools-for-Christ.”

Saint Cyril of Alexandria

Saints are not born with halos around their heads. Cyril, recognized as a great teacher of the
Church, began his career as Patriarch of Alexandria, Egypt, with impulsive, often violent, actions.
He closed the churches of the Novatian heretics and participated in the deposing of St. John
Chrysostom. But, St. Cyril's importance for theology and Church history lies in his championing
the cause of orthodoxy against the heresy of Nestorius. The controversy eentered on the two natures
in Christ. Nestorius would not agree to the title “God-bearer” for Mary. He preferred
“Christ-bearer,” saying there are two distinct persons in Christ (divine and human) joined only by a
moral union. He said Mary was not the Mother of God but only of the man Christ, whose humanity
was only atemple of God. Nestorianism implied that the humanity of Christ was a mere disguise.

Presiding as the pope’s representative at the Council of Ephesus (431), Cyril condemned
Nestorianism and proclaimed Mary truly the “Theotokos™ (the mother of the one Person who is truly
God and truly human). In the confusion that followed, Cyril was deposed and imprisoned for three
months, after which he was d back to Al dria as a second Ath ius (the i
against Arianism). Besides needing to soften some of his opposition to those who had sided with
Nestorius, Cyril had difficulties with some of his own allies, who thought he had gone too far,

ificing not only language but orthodoxy. Until his death, his policy of moderation kept his
extreme partisans under control. On his deathbed, despite pressure, he refused to condemn the
teachings of Nestorius.

Leaders and Models

Saints Peter and Paul did not go out and study missions and evangelism. They did not focus
on tactics, other than being very careful to be all things to all people, to preach in a way their
audience could receive their words. For the Apostles, and the early Church, their focus was not on
the “mechanism™ of mission. We can certainly learn a lot about evangelism from Sts. Peter and
Paul, but first we have to be influenced by their person. Saint Paul wrote+to the Church at Corinth (1
€or. 11:1) - “Be imitators of me, as I am of Christ.” Saints Peter and Paul are the leaders of the
Apostles first and foremost because they teach us how to live in Christ. They lead us to Christ by
their focus, by their priorities. i 3

From the very beginning of their lives in Christ, Peter and Paul maintained absolute focus
on Christ. God and the work of God took priority over everything else in their lives. Saint Peter
leaves everything, even his wife and family are left behind (not abandoned), in order to be an
Apostle of Christ — the will of Christ reigned supreme in his life. Saint Paul had to change
perspective on virtually everything in his life in order to follow Jesus. He had to go from a
persecutor of Christians, to an evangelist for Christ, and eventually a leader of the Church and a
martyr (for the faith he hated before his vision of Christ on the road to Damascus).

Saints Peter and Paul stand as magnificent examples for us, leading us to Christ by their
unfailing focus on God, and how that played out in their lives. With Sts. Peter and Paul, the change
begins within us, and even that begins with a reshaping of our priorities cach and every day.
